WORSHIP THEME

received, but the Bible tells us it is a message that is often resented. Even Jesus was rejected, 
and in his hometown nonetheless. Still, God also encourages us that his word is never failing. 
Even if we find ourselves rejected because of his word, even if our sharing of the gospel falls 
only on deaf ears, God still keeps his promises to us which he speaks in that word.  
 
 

THE LORD’S SUPPER 
 

Scripture teaches us that in the Lord’s Supper:  
- The body and blood of Christ are really present with the bread and the wine. 

(Matthew 26:26-28; 1 Corinthians 11:27)  
- Jesus gives true forgiveness, not just a symbol, to each recipient. (Matthew 26:28)  
- We are united as one body of believers because we all partake the one body and blood 

of Christ. “Is not the cup of thanksgiving for which we give thanks a participation in the 
blood of Christ? And is not the bread that we break a participation in the body of Christ? 
Because there is one loaf, we, who are many, are one body, for we all share the one loaf. 
(1 Corinthians 10:16-17) 

 

For these reasons we ask that, if you are not a part of a WELS (Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran 
Synod) or ELS (Evangelical Lutheran Synod) church that publicly confesses to believe these 
same scriptural truths, you speak with our pastor before you take the Sacrament. We do not 
wish to judge your faith, but want to make sure that we are in agreement before publicly 
declaring that we share a common faith. 
 

We are careful about the way we celebrate the Lord’s Supper because we want to humbly accept 
this gift the way God intended.

 1You then, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus. 2And the things you 

have heard me say in the presence of many witnesses entrust to reliable people who will 

also be qualified to teach others. 3Join with me in suffering, like a good soldier of Christ 

Jesus. 4No one serving as a soldier gets entangled in civilian affairs, but rather tries to 

please his commanding officer. 5Similarly, anyone who competes as an athlete does not 

receive the victor’s crown except by competing according to the rules. 6The hardworking 

farmer should be the first to receive a share of the crops. 7Reflect on what I am saying, for 

the Lord will give you insight into all this.
